With the stereophonic record different
sounds are recorded on each side of the
record groove. To capture the fullness,
depth and fidelity that is on the record
the reproducing system must parallel
the recording system. The Seeburg
Two-Channel Stereo System does this
superbly —from the pickup through the
amplifiers, to the speakers.

RESENTS

A, B, and C above graphically illus-
trate how the music on a stereophonic
record is reproduced. Keep in mind
that a stereophonic record is recorded
with sound modulations on both sides
of the record groove. Illustration A
shows that the sound which originates
on the right side of the groove is de-
livered by the pickup to the Channel 1

side of the system. Illustration B shows
how the pickup delivers sound from
the left side of the groove to the Chan-
nel 2 side of the system. Illustration C
shows the simultaneous action of the
stereo pickup as it delivers music to
Channel 1 from the right side of the
record groove and to Channel 2 from
the left side of the record groove.
